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I’ve been with the Environment Agency for five years; | started off as a secondee with
the National Capital Programme Management team. I’ve stayed with the Environment
Agency because of the type of work we do. It’s Flood Risk; | used to work designing
new sewers for housing and industrial developments which was quite mathematical
on a computer spreadsheet. This is more out in the field working with people.

I work in the Yorkshire region of the Environment Agency covering the rivers Aire,
Calder, Rother and Don, which is quite a big catchment. This area, especially the Don
and Rother flooded extensively in June 2007 so we’ve got quite a lot of work to do.

We all work as a team. There’s a lot of different departments in the Environment
Agency. | work in Asset Systems Management and work closely with other teams
such as Operations Delivery, Development Control and Biodiversity. We’ve all got
a common purpose, we want to protect people against flooding, or at least reduce
the risk: We’ve got that desire within ourselves.

We’ve also got the benefits of flexible working, holidays and its all about the people.

If you see a job you like, go for it. Even if you don’t get in first time, try again or get
through the back door like | did and become a secondee.

You’ve got to have a passion for the environment, that’s one of the main things.

Its not about profit, its about using the public’s money to spend on the best value
schemes and through that you get a desire to engage with communities to hopefully
come up with an outcome that everyone can work with.
